3. In verse 7, God commands Joshua to be strong, courageous 
and faithful to God’s Law—and promises that the result of 
Joshua’s faithfulness will be “success.” How do you think God 
defines success? What does this promise really mean? 
 

4. Read the promises God makes to Joshua in 1:3-5 and 1:9. 
Which one is most meaningful in your life right now? 
 

5. What is your greatest challenge, pressure, or opposition today? 
What is God calling you to do about it? 
 

6. Have you felt that your life is “on-hold?” Does Joshua’s long 
preparation encourage you? Why or why not? 
 

7. What is the place of leadership God is calling you to fill right 
now? In your family? In your work? In the church? In the 
community? What is the important task that remains unfinished 
because no one has accepted responsibility for it?
